In Fiery Command WorkStation, please do the following: Right click on server, clickServer Manager. In Server Manager,
click Add button on top to add the printer Océ Colorado 1650. Configure IP address and click finish.

User can create new media type, delete, editor
update an existing mediatype. Also, itis possible to set all media specificas well as printer specific settings from the rip
itself. These settings are provided as part of the special printer settings for this printerin XF. Please go throughthe

special printer settings section to understand how to create, modify, delete or update a mediatype in the printer.

Profile for onemedia can be createdas an epl using ColorTools. Everyeplfor Colorado 1650 createdsince XF 7.2 will
have embeddedinformationregarding media category, media type and media settings usedto createthe epl. When

such an epl will be available to Fiery XF, the epl name will also be listed in the media types listin special settings.

When an epl name is selected in mediatypes list, jobs will be printer using the media type and settings usedto create
the epl. If user wants to modify media settings of an epl, itis not allowed and above message will displayed. Here,
Update and Rename button will be disabled along with all media settings. The media settings will be the same as were
used to create the selected epl. User can only see these settings. If user wants to modify these settings and print, then
they need to select the eplname theywantto modify in mediatypes listand create a new media type usingthe Create
button and anew name. This will create a new media type with e xact same media settings as the epl selectedin media

typeslist. User can then clickedit on this new media type to modify media settings and print.

Printing job:
For Colorado 1650, job is printed in the media type selected in media management settings in specialsettings tab. This

selected mediatypein special settings should be same as that loaded onto the printer. Otherwise job will show as

printed in CWS but printer will not print.

e Linearization job: This type of job is printed from Color Tools. For this type of job, media type selected in Color
Tools should be same as that selectedin Special settings tab. Otherwise, job will error out.

e EPL calibration profile based job: This type of job is printed by importing user provided documents and
processing them using the ICC profile and settings from epl. For printing a job using an epl, the epl shouldbe
selectedin Mediatab, and same epl name shouldbe selectedin Media types listin media management
settings in special settings tab. If user wants to modify media settings from epl, thenthey cancreateanew
media type by selecting the exisitngepl name in media types listand edit the settings and printajob.
However, the type of loaded media shouldthen be changedin printeralso.
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Special settings:
Following sections are therein special printer settings for this printer.

EPL specificsettings: These settings override the settings in epl to allow printing job with updated settings.

e Resetto EPL values: This button will change all epl specific settings to their default values from the epl
selectedin mediatab. If no eplis available, this button will be disabled.

e Resolution:User canchangeresolutionfor selected mediato any valuein the list. Defaultis the resolutionin
selectedepl. If no eplisavailable, this setting will be disabled.

e Printmode: Usercan change print mode for selected media to any value in the list. Defaultis the print mode
inselected epl. If no eplis available, this setting will be disabled.

Driver status: This area shows informationabout current and recent activities in driver. The time stamp shows the time
at which last activity happened. This is useful to see when profiles have been downloaded, if media information

changed, if given commandswere successful and other status messages.

Media management settings: XF contains the master media catalog. Media and dedicated parameters are
created/updatedin the RIP and then transmitted to the printer. There is no backdoor on the printer allowing the media
creation, edition or management. Media must be defined (or imported) fromthe RIP. Before using any of the

command button, please make sure to save your changes, or else changes will not be used.

e Mediacategories: Thislist holds the media categories and canbe downloaded from printer on clicking the
Sync button. The list of media categories is fixed, and each category has default media characteristics. Itis not
possible to change the media category settings.

o Mediatypesofselected category: This list holds all the media typesof selected media categorythat were
created usingthe Create button or existin the printer. The suffix (Printer) will be added to those media types
that are coming fromthe printer and were notcreated by userin thisrip.

e Merge mediatypesfromprinterwiththoseinrip: Enabling this setting will show list of all media types that
existin the printer along with those that existin the rip when syncis done.
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e Sync: This button will download all media categories and media types from printer and updates the media list
inthe printer by either merging the medialists in printer with those in rip or only upload the media list from
rip to printer depending on above setting.

e Delete: This buttonwhenclicked will delete the selected media type from printerand rip.

e Edit: This button when clicked will enable the settings below. Since create, update and rename are media
editable settings, those will be enabled only when edit button is clicked. However, epl name listed in media
types list will not be editable after clicking edit, onlyupdated values from epl will be shown.

e Create: This buttonwill create anew mediatypeand add it to the list of media types for selected media
category. Afteradding, this media will be selected by default.

e Update: This button when clicked will update media settings values as modified after clicking edit button.
Please note that media name will not be updated using this command, Rename buttonshouldbe used for
changing media name.

e Rename: This button will rename an existingmedia type and add also updatein the list of media types for
selected media category.

e Enter mediatypenameto be created: Enteringa name hereand clicking Create button will add a new media
type of given name. Also, entering a new name fora selected media type and clickingRename button will
rename it.

¢ Tight winding setting: Colorado 1650 allows to start printingon material beforeit needsto be taped on the
outputwinder. For some media, this however cannot be achieved because of the nature of the material. For
those medias, it requires to be attached to the winderand applied tension to before the actual printing starts.
This setting should then be used to specify that itis required and how the tension bar shouldbe used (locked
or unlocked). For stiff media the locked positioning is preferred. For weak media the unlocked positioning is
preferred.

e Automatic mediaadvance: Whenautomatic media advanceis enabled, media between the pinch wheels in
the drawer and the transport pinchis spooled forward after the media has been idle on the platen for 120
seconds. This prevents dents on media made by pinch wheels.

e Suitable for printer cutter: Colorado 1650 comes with an embedded knife to ease up printer operation and
perform straight cut automaticallyfor the operator. This knife cancut through most supported media but not
all such as canvas, textile and heavy banners. In case of any cut issue on a specific material, use this setting to
disable the usage. The printer will then request operator to perform himself the cutting operation with his
own tool.
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e Manual loading: When manualloading is set, the printer will handle the medium as a medium with an
attached header. Width detection will be postponedjust before printing to prevent media width detection on
the foreign header. Once used, mediumis unloaded automatically in order to allow the operatorto attach a
new foreign header. The printer will not automatically starta new job when this settingis active. The operator
needsto feed the medium using the printer Ul. (“Media” menu, “Feed” option). Whenthe mediaisloaded
and a job is printed without cutting the media, the printershould start automatically if the next job for that
mediaarrives.

e Moist protection: The media setting Moist protection is used to define the sensitivity of media for
deterioration by humidity. The range of these setting vary from 0 (not sensitive)to 5 (very sensitive). If the
mediais left on the printer platenfor atleast the timer specified, the printer will not printon itand spool
forward before printing. This should be used to optimize print qualitydepending on the material type and
humidity levelsin the printer room. The values of the moist sensitivity timers:

e Outer diameter of roll core: Colorado 1650 provides the ability to predict the remaining length on a loaded
roll. This technologyuses the fact that the mediaisloaded and transportedto give a measurement of the
remaining length. This measurementis based on the outer core diameter of the cardboard core, operator
should fill this value has measured on theroll to get the most accurate measurement from the printer.

e Mediathickness: Colorado 1650 can use specified media thickness for for print head(carriage) calibration and
media calibration and calculating the remaining media length (togetherwith the outer core diameter).
Warning: To avoid media touches and reach optimal print quality, take careto enterthe most accurate
thickness value provided by the media supplier.

o Automaticadvance correction: Whenautomatic advance correction is activated on a medium, the printer will
printyellow or blackink markers thatit will use as guidance to correct for media step inaccuracy. Using the
markers will influence the total printable width. For the max speed, high speedand productionprint modes,
the markers have no effect towards advance correction. The printer will print the (yellow orblack) markers
nextto the image. The printed image will be clippedif the margin & image size aretoo small.

e Carriage elevation: The settings carriage elevation controls the height of the carriage. Whenautomatic is
selected, the optimal carriage heightis automatically determinedbased on the Media thickness setin the
media profile. High position should be only used when experimenting with new media to protect from
touches. Best print quality is always achieved using the automatic carriage elevation.

e Vacuum strength: Colorado 1650 has 5 vacuum zones as part of the printer platen thatenable the printer to
adjust for friction while transporting media. In case of media buckle and depending on the location, power can
be adjusted.

Print quality per print mode settings: Update of media settings that influence print quality will be considered when a

printis started on that media. These media settingsare specified per print mode.

Default

e Printstrategysetting: Adapted print strategy tables. The chosen print strategy influences the way layering is
done and improves the print quality at high printer platentemperatures.

e Optimized Color Profiling: This feature bringsan automated way to performink limiting, optimizedfor
maximum gamut while preventingwrinkle. The profiler can choose from a set of Optimized Color Profiling
levels during media profiling. For level 2 or higher, the print system performs ink limiting during printing
(including the printing of color charts for profiling). Whenthe valueis setto 1, ink limiting has to be performed
inthe RIP/profiler.

e Printer platen temperature: The setting printer platen temperature controls the temperature of the printer
platen thatsits under the printhead carriage and the UV LED carriage. Itinfluences howthe ink will behave
with regards to pinning and adhesion on the substrate. Increasing the temperature willimprove adhesion.

e Precure power: Precure power settings of the curing LED units are automatically adjusted for every printing
mode. The procure power settings control the curingintensity of the LED for the first part of the curing zone.
The default settings are expectedto be optimal in most cases, however via the procure power settings, the
possibility for adjustmentis offeredto the user to tune for specificmedia. Warning: setting the powervery
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low might introduce not fully cured prints. Handle the prints with care when changing the power value and
check curingquality. Also, the risk of pollution of the printer increases. When experimenting with this setting,
wear gloves when removingthe medium.

e Postcure power: The post cure power settings controlthe curingintensity of the LED for the subsequent part
of the curing zone. In cases where smudge oran insufficient curinglevel is observed on specific media, it might
be beneficial to increase the post cure power. Warning: setting the powervery low mightintroduce not fully
cured prints. Handle the prints with care whenchanging the power value and check curing quality. Also, the
risk of pollution of the printer increases. When experimenting with this setting, wear gloves when removing
the medium.

e Pincure power: The pincure power settings control the curing intensity of the LED for the pin curing. This LED
is used for matte print modes. In cases where smudge or an insufficient curing level is observed on specific
media, it might be beneficial to increase the pincure power.

Warning: setting the power verylow mightintroduce not fully cured prints. Handle the prints with care when
changing the powervalue and check curing quality. Alsothe risk of pollution of the printerincreases. When
experimenting with this setting, wear gloves when removing the me dium.

e Mediaadvance correction: Manual setting to correct the average step size fora given media and print mode.
This should only be used when when media calibration and automatic advance correction do notreachthe
expected print quality on a givenmedia. In case of lightline artifact, go for negative values(smallerstep) and
in case of dark lines, go for positive values(bigger step).

2. Howto keep mediatypescreatedonlyincurrent XF server?

Disable this setting and click on Sync button.

3. Aremedia settingsembeddedinepl?
Yes, since XF 7.2. For epls created before XF 7.2, jobs will print but those epl names will notbe listed in
media types listfor viewingand editing. Older epls can be updated to have embedded media settings by
doing a relinearization using earlier it8 files and saving the newepl. Please keep in mind to have the cor-
rectmedia type and settings in special settings tab before doing the relinearization.

4. lsitpossible to print jobswith different mediatype thanthatused to create epl?
Yes, itis possible to selecta media type in media management settings that is not the epl name and jobs will
printfine. However, a warning will be displayed in Job editor if mediatype or any media settingsare
differentfromthe epl media type and media settings.

5. Isitpossibleto printa jobwithdifferent media category thanthatused to create the epl?
No, selectinga different mediacategoryand printinga jobwill erroroutthe job. For correctprint, media
categoryshould be same as used to create epl and only mediatype can be different.

6. Whenwill epl name be shown in media types list?
Epl name will be shown in media types list whena newepl isavailable to selectin Media tab. If epl name is
notshown in media types listautomatically, then clicking Syncbuttonwill do. If epl name isstill not

shown, then it is possible the epl doesn’thave embedded media settings information (probably created
before XF 7.2).
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Troubleshooting:
1. Ifanydiscrepancy isseeninmedia typesor mediasettings, clickingonsync buttonshould resolvethat.
2. If the buttons in media managementsettings are notworking, restarting XF server should resolve that.
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
